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EDUCATION STATUTE NO. 3 OF 1990 OF THE CENTRAL PROVINCE

A STATUTE TO MAKE PROVISION FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF
DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION IN THE CENTRAL PROVINCE OF SRi
LANEA IN RESPECT OF FUNCTIONS DEVOLVED AS SET OUT IN ITEM
1 AND THE APPENDIX Il OF LIST NO.1IN THE NINTH SCHEDULE OF
13th AMENDMENT TO THE CONSTITUTION OF THE DEMOCRATIC
SOCIALIST REPUBLIC OF SRI LANKA

Be it passed by the Provincial Counecil of the Central Provinge of the Demacratic
Socialist Republic of the Sri Lanka as follows:

| This Statite may be cited as the Education Statute No, 3 of 1990 of Provincial
Coundl of the Central Province of So Lanka and shall come into opéerale on the
date of Governors assent.

7 For the purpose of this statute, there shall be a Department of Education con-

sisting of ithe Director of Education, Additional Directors of Education and
L Asst. Directors of Education and such other officers and servants may be
appointed from time to lime.

3. (1) Subject to the general directions and control of the Minister of Education,
the Director amd other officers of the Department shall execute and shall
have power to enforce the provisions of this Statute and of the regulations
made thercunder

{2) I shall be lawiul for the Minister on appeal or otherwise to rescind, aiter
or revise any order or determination which is made by the Director in the
exercise of his discretion under any of the provisions of this Statuls or Aoy
regulations made thereunder. The decision of the Minister shall be linal
and shall be binding on the Director and all other persons affected thereby.

PART I

ESTABLISHMENT OF A CENTRAL PROVINCE EDUCATION ADVISORY
BOARD, DIVISIONAL EDUCATION ADVISORY COMMITIEES AND
SCHOOL ADVISORY BOARDS.

o'  %11) Them shall be established a Provincial Education Advisory Board consisling
of such persons not being less than seven in number as may be appointed by
the Minister of Education of the National Govt. with the consent of (he
Chiel Minister of the Province.

{2) The Minister shall nominate the Secretary of the Ministry to be the Chairman
af the Advisory Board thereof.

{31 An officer of the Department designated in that behall by the Minister shall
act as Secretary to the Board.

{41 The function of the Adwisory Roard shall be 1o advise the Minister on all
ciich matters relating to Education as may be referred to by the Minister to
the Board for such advice or in respect of which the Board may think fit to
tender advice.

(5) On the approval of the Provincial Cou ncil the Minister may provide for the
summoning and holding of meetings of the Adwisory Boand and for the
canduct of business and procedure 10 be Tollowed at the meetings of the
Board.



i) Any member of the Advisory Board may at any time be removed from office
by the Minister of Education of the National Govt. with the consent of the
Chicf Minister of the Province or any member of the Advisory Board may
resign by letter addressed to the Minister of Education of the Matwonal Gov,

(7} Every member of the Advisory Board shall, unless he carlier resigns or vacates
his seat or is removed from office by the Minister of Education of the National
Govt. hold office for a term of two years from the date of his appointment,

i%) The Provincial Advisory Board may appoint Sub Committees for specfic
fields of Education and for the discharge of any of the functions of the Pro-
vincial Education Advisory Board subject 1o the general direction and control
of the Provincial Board by each such Sub-Committes within that eld af
Edueation for which it is appointed.

5, (1) The Minister may appoint Divisional Advisory Committees for the purposs o
advising the Director upen matters connected with Education n the Diwvi-
sions of the Provines and the Educationsl needs thereol.

{21 Every Divisional Advisory Committee shall consist of:

{a) Divisional Asst. Director of Education.

(b) The Mayor of the Municipal Council, Chairman of the Urban Council
and Chairman of the Pradesheeya. Sabhas within the education Division.

ie} The Commissioner of Municipal Council, the Secrétury of the Urban
Councit and all the Divisional Secretartes within the Education Dhivision,

{d) Three principals of schools within the Education Division nominated
by the Asst. Dareclor.

{e} The Student Leaders from the schools within the division not exceeding
five tn nutnber nominated by Divisional Asst. Director.

i3} The Divisional Asst. Director of the Education Division shall be the Chairman

of the Divisional Education Advisory Commitice

{41 At the first sitting of the Advisory Commillee, the Advisory Commitiee
shall elect the Secretapy from its members.

{51 All matters referred for consideration 10 a Divisional Advisory Commillee
by the Director/Asst. Director shall be dealt with and disposed of by the
Divisional Advisory Committee meetings summoned and beld in the pres-
cribed manner 4l the prescribed times,

{6y The Divisional Advisory Committec constituted for any Division under
the Statute shall not be deemed for any purpose to be vested with any exccutive
of administrative duties or powers or with any functions other than that of
advising or recommending on such matters, reluting to education m that
Division or the Educition needs thereol as may be referred for consideration
i that Divisional Advisory Conmifies by the Director/Asst, Director,

& (1) Conforming to the specifications laid down by the Ministry of Education
of the National GovL there shall be established a school Advisory Board
fof every school im the Province.

{21 The functions of the School Advisory Board shall be to advise the managemenl
af the school on all sudh mattérs relating to the control. organisation, develop-
ment and conduct of the functions of the school as may be referred by the
Director/Asst. Director or in respect of which the Board muy think fit o
tender advice,

i3 The Schoal Advisory Board shall not be deemed for any purpose to be vested
with any administrative or executive powers or functions.
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{4) The school Advisory Board shall consist of:
The Principal and the members of the stafl and parents or the guardians
of the students of the school

{51 The Charman of tbe school Advisory Board shall be the Principal of the
school. -

{61 At the first meeting hedd afier the constitution of the school Advisory Boand.
the members of the Board shill ¢lect is Executive Commities.

. Mo application ‘shall be refused admassion o any school in the Province on

account of religion, nationality, race caste, socinl stalus or lenguaps of such
applicant or of either of his parents.

. Any private land which may be required for the purpose of or in connection with.

the erection or extension of o school building. stalf quarters, offices or premises

or for the establishment of school gardens or play-grounds o otherwise for

the purposes of this Statute may be acguired by the Pravincial Council for such
purpose under the provissons of the exisiing writien law.

{1) No. fees shall be charged in respect of admission to any school under the
authority of the Provincial Ministry.

2} Notwithstanding any thing in Sub Section 1, regulations may be made under
this Statute authorising the charging of a feeflees from pupiks in any school
in order to defray the expenses incurred in providing therein facilities for
games, physical training or services for educational. recreational or health
puUrposes.

It shall e fawiful for the Minister or the Director or any supervising officer of the

Ministry or the department or any other person generally or specially authorised

by the Minisier or the Director to enter and supervise activities and properties

thersin of any school.

11. The occupier of the premises i which any child usually resides shall be deemed

to have the actual custody of such child uniil the contrary B proved.

POWERS OF MINISTER TO MAKE REGULATIONS

=¥ |2 (1) The Minister may mike regulations which shall be known as the Code, lor

the purpose of giving effect to the principles and provisions of this Statute.
(2} In particulur, the Minister may make regulations on the following matters:

i) Provision of facilities for all the schook in the Province other thin
National schools, special schooks for services personmel and schools
for specified development schemass,

ik} Supervision of the management of all preschools and other schools
in the provinee other than the special schools réferred to-in Paras 12{21(a)

(¢} Recruitment of personnel into the teaching service snd of allied services
in the department of Education.

{d} Appointment of Principals of all schook in the Province other than
those in 1 A, B and C categories. -

{e) Transfer and disciplinary control of all Educational Personnel.

If) Preparation and Implementation of Provincial Educational developmen
phitn and Divisional Educational Development Plan. .



| ig) Implementation of the Annual Education Development Plan.
ih) Appraisal of the performances of Principals. teachers and all other
Educational personne

ii} Conducting of In-service training programmes with prior -approval
af the National Institute of Education.

(u) Determining the date on which and the hours during which children
shall attend school and the dates which shall be observed as holidays
hyaﬂsmmhwanys.pmﬂ‘mdﬂhmludmcfa school.

iv) Medical Examination or trestment, health and well-being of children
including the supply of free meals and free books of those attending
schools.

{w) Grading and up-grading classification and opening of schools m the
provinee with policies and the standard classified by the National
Ministry. .

{x) Preparation and Implementation of plans pertaining to the needs of
Adult Bducation in the province.

iy} Provincial Budget and ensuring financial management n the Province,
with a view to up-keeping the educational needs.

iz} Any other important matter which the Minister thinks necessary to
formulate regulations.

12 {3) Every regulation made under this statute becomes law with the consent
of the Governor of the province and the approval of the Provincial Council.

PART II
GENERAL

i3, (1} In this Statute, unless the context otherwise requires:
“The Governor™ means the Governor of the Central Province.
“Chief Minister” means the Chiel Minister of the Central Province.
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“The Minister” means the Minister in-charge of the subject of Education in
the Province.

“Secretary” means the Secretary of the Provincial Education Miniatry,
“Department™ means the department of Education in the Province.
“Dhrector” means the Proviocial Director of Education and includes: any
officer of the department to the extent fo which he is, by the authonty of the
Director empowered 1o exercise or perform any of the powers and duties
of the Dhréctar under this Statute.

*Addittonal Directors™ means the Additional Provincial Directors of Educa-
t1om,

“Agst. Director™ means the Asst. Director of Education of 2 Divisional
Offace.

“Provincial Advisory Commitice™ means the Provincial Advisory Committes
established under Section 41,

“Divisional Advisory Committee”™ means th: Committee referred to in
Section 5{1).

“School Advisory Board”™ means the Board referred in Section 6 (1)
“Edvcational needs” means such laalives for adequate educational and
Industrial Training as may be prescribed by regulations.
